Dear Applicant:

Prior to completing the attached application form, please read this memo. It provides general instructions
on completing the application form and gives a brief overview of the variance process.

1. Please complete the attached application form in black or blue ink.

2. The Zoning Board of Appeals convenes at 5:30 p.m. every month on the Wednesday
following the first Monday of the month in the Council Chambers of City Hall. The Planning
Commission convenes at 5:15 p.m. every month on the Wednesday following the third
Monday of the month in the Council Chambers of City Hall. A copy of the Schedule,
including meeting dates, required submittal dates, and work sessionsis attached.

3. Theapplication, a site plan which includes the information required by the “ Site Plan
Checkligt,” the checklist itself, short form environmental assessment form (EAF) and an
application fee must be submitted before the Planning Department will begin to process an
application. A copy of the Site Plan Checklist and Fee Schedule is attached (If you need
assistance determining your fee, the Planning Department staff will gladly assist you).

4. Prior to submitting an application, an applicant must attend at |east one work session with the
Planning Department. The applicant may attend as many work sessions as hecessary and
may also attend awork session to informally discuss any potential projects on a piece of

property.

5. Aninitial work session will be scheduled with the Planning Department staff to discuss the
proposed project. The purpose of the work session isto address technical issues, to identify
potential concerns, to consider other involved or interested agencies, e.g. NY SDEC,

NY SDOT, Broome County Health Dept., CAUD, etc... and to review what information is
likely to be necessary to refer the application to the Zoning Board and/or Planning
Commission. An applicant may attend more than one work session.

6. Once the Planning Department staff determines that the applicant has provided the required
information, the application will be scheduled to appear before the Zoning Board or Planning
Commission. The referrd of the application to the Zoning Board or Planning Commission
does not constitute an endorsement of the application by the Planning Department, but merely
that the information is sufficient to refer the application to the Zoning Board or Planning
Commission. The Planning Department may have other comments and may require
additional information.

7. At least twenty (20) days prior to the first Zoning Board or Planning Commission meeting,
the applicant must submit the final application, EAF, and site plan. |f the site plan islarger
than 11" by 17", twelve (12) copies of the site plan must be provided by the applicant for
cases going before the Zoning Board and sixteen (16) copies for cases going before the
Planning Commission.
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8. At thefirst meeting, the applicant should be prepared to present the project to the Zoning
Board or Planning Commission and to answer any questions. At that meeting, the Zoning
Board or Planning Commission may begin the State Environmental Quality Act (SEQRA),
request additional information, require along form EAF, and/or schedule a public hearing. In
most cases, an application must also be provided to the Broome County Planning Department
for review and comment.

9. Under New York State law, an application to the Zoning Board for an area or use variance
requires a public hearing. According to the City of Binghamton’s Zoning Ordinance, all
applications submitted to the Planning Commission also require a public hearing. This
requirement cannot be waived. Upon receiving a complete application and fee, alegal
notice will be prepared by the Planning Department staff. Y ou are required to run the legal
notice in the Press and Sun Bulletin for one day, at least ten days before the scheduled public
hearing (excluding the hearing date). The approximate cost to run the legal notice in the
newspaper is $50.00.

10. According to the City’ s Zoning Ordinance, all landowners within 100 feet of the affected
property must be sent a copy of the legal notice by certified mail, return receipt regquested.
The Planning Department staff will prepare the list of landowners within 100 feet of the
affected property and send it to you. The cost to mail the legal notice is approximately $4.64
for each landowner. The number of landowners that must be contacted varies according to
the size of the affected property, but the average number is 15.

11. In an effort to improve the public notification process, legidation was passed by City Council
that requires asign(s) to be posted on your property regarding the requested variance. The
sign(s) contains information specific to each case, such as the time, date, and location of the
hearing, and the proposed action. One sign isrequired for every 300 linear feet of property
frontage. The sign(s) must be placed in either the front yard or a visible window when no
front yard exists. If the property is acorner lot, one sign must be placed in each front yard.
The sign(s) must be posted at least ten days prior to the hearing (excluding the hearing date),
and you must file an affidavit of posting with the Planning Department that states when and
where the sign was posted. The Planning Department will provide you with asign(s) at a
cost of $40.00 per sign. When an undamaged sign(s) is returned to the Planning Department,
you will receive a $30.00 refund for each sign within approximately ten business days.

12. Although attendance at the public hearing is not required by the Zoning Ordinance, we
strongly urge you or someone on your behalf (such as alawyer, engineer, or architect) to
attend this meeting. In the event the Zoning Board or Planning Commission members have
guestions and you are not present to answer them, the Board will most likely table your case
until the next meeting. After the public hearing is held, you will be contacted by phone and
by mail on the outcome of the hearing.

All applicants are urged to obtain a copy of the City’ s Zoning Ordinance to check compliance and to
facilitate the application. If you have any questions upon completing the application, please feel freeto
contact the Planning Department at (607) 772-7028.

Site Plan Requirements/Checklist

A siteplan or plot plan must be submitted with the application. For residential uses, a plot
plan from the Assessor’ s Office (2" Floor, City Hall) is generally acceptable. For all other uses,
adsiteplanisrequired. It should be drawn to scale, no lessthan 1'’ = 30", by alicensed engineer,
landscape architect, or surveyor. The name, address, phone number, and stamp of the individual
who prepared the plan should be included. In some other instances, the Planning Department
may waive the requirement for a stamped drawing. Provided below are the definition and
guidelines of asite plan, as outlined by the City of Binghamton:

[LJ A bulk table (generally abulk table lists pertinent information of the property, such
as required and proposed square footage, setbacks, number of parking spaces, etc...);

[ Thelayout of required off-street parking and loading space with access and egress
thereto;

[} Thelocation and type of any screening and landscaping;

[ Thelocation and type of proposed signage, exterior lighting, and proposed improvements
other than a building;

[J Dimensionsof al items on the plan including buildings, lots, parking spaces
(handicapped spaces must be designated on site plan), and curb cuts;

[LJ Any other information with respect to the lot, buildings or adjacent lots that may be
necessary to determine compliance with the provisions of the Zoning Ordinance
